Van Gogh spent the last 70 days of his life in  
Auvers-sur-Oise, producing more than 80 paintings 
there.

His room at the Auberge Ravoux,  
known as the “House of van Gogh”, has been conserved  
as it was at the time. Discover the landscapes 
immortalised by the artist on a walk through  
the village, to the cemetery where he lies.
The landscape painter Daubigny was the first to move 
to Auvers, before van Gogh.
